'fr?v'i"tg?isoon” is important, and what is “fluff and filler” in the Bible to be

disregarded. Any doctrine which puts man in the position of
judging God’s Word must be false!

Realizing that God’s Word is ultimate truth, and that the way
marked out in His Word can never be wrong, is the only way to unity. As long as men appeal
to human writings as authoritative, there will be division. Aslong as a man judges a doctrine
or practice on the basis of “what my creed says,” there will be division. As long as men
clamor for “what we have always traditionally believed and practiced” as authoritative, there
will be denominational splintering. As long as humans keep exalting “I think” over what
GOD SAYS, there will be confusion in Christianity. The cure for denominationalism is for
all to accept and submit to the Lord’s powerful principle: “Thy word is truth” and nothing else
is! It is a recognition that there can be only one standard in Christianity—the divinely,
revealed Gospel (Romans 1:16), the New Covenant that our Lord mediated
(Hebrews 9:15). That alone must be our law, or the division which the Lord hates, and
which we also detest, will continue to ravage the religious world!
