Remembering Jesus

 From the time that Jesus was born and then presented in the temple (Luke 2:21-40), we know very 

little about Him until the time that He was 12 years old. On that occasion when Mary, Joseph and Jesus 

traveled to Jerusalem for the Feast of the Passover, following the feast, as they were returning home to 

Nazareth, they realized that Jesus was missing. They supposed that he was traveling with their relatives and 

friends, but that was not the case. Mary and Joseph returned to Jerusalem and found Him in the temple hearing 

the teachers and asking them questions, even to the point that the teachers were amazed at His knowledge.  

"And when they (Mary and Joseph) saw Him, they were amazed and His mother said unto Him, 'Son, why 

have you thus dealt with us? Behold, your father and I sought you sorrowing.' And He said unto them, 'How 

is it that you sought me? Did you not know that I must be about my Father's business?'"  (Luke 2:48-49).  

Then the Bible tells us, "And Jesus advanced (increased) in wisdom and stature, and in favor with God and 

men" (Luke 2:52).  JESUS IS NOT A BABY ANYMORE! 

 The next thing that we learn of Jesus is recorded in Matthew 3:13-17, the occasion that He came to 

John to have John immerse Him. John tried humbly to refuse Him by saying that he really needed Jesus to 

baptize/immerse him. However, Jesus said to him, "Permit it to be so now, for thus it is fitting for us to fulfill 

all righteousness."  Then John baptized Jesus. After Jesus "...came up immediately from the water...the 

heavens were opened to Him and He saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove and alighting upon 

Him...and a voice...saying, 'This is my beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased." (Matthew 3:15-17). And 

Jesus, when He began to teach, was about thirty years of age (Luke 3:23). 

 We must remember, JESUS IS NOT A BABY ANYMORE!  He is our savior and our risen LORD.

 ACCOMMODATIONS: Arrangements for first-class accommodations have been made in advance 

. . . “In my Father’s house are many mansions . . . I go to prepare a place for you” (John 14:2).  

 PASSPORTS: Persons seeking entry will not be permitted past the gates without having proper 

credentials and having their name registered with the ruling authority . . . “There shall in no wise enter into 

it anything defileth . . . but they which are written in the Lamb’s book of life” (Revelation 21:27). 

 DEPARTURE TIME: The exact time of departure has not been announced. Travelers are advised to 

be prepared on short notice . . .
